Key Foundations of Learning 

Each of our academies is supporting our learners in their journey from early years to 
adulthood through experiences which harness their intellectual curiosity, natural enthusiasm 
and eager engagement in learning, whilst nurturing their self-esteem, confidence, resilience 
and well-being.

We will support and 
develop positive dispositions and a strong sense of self in everyone, enabling each of our 
learners to flourish and realise their potential.

We do this so our 
children and young people develop purposeful initiative, autonomy, self-worth and build 
positive and constructive relationships with others.
